quality) with the exception of MBS for which there is no minimum credit rating
requirement. Although there is no minimum credit rating requirement for MBS,
below investment grade MBS will be taken into account when calculating the
aforementioned 10% limit in below investment grade securities.

The Fund is considered to be actively managed in reference to the S&P 500,
which the Fund uses for calculating its global exposure (using relative VaR
methodology) and by virtue of the fact that it seeks to outperform the S&P 500.
